
•  The new UCAS Tariff points should not have any
impact on your decisions about qualification 
choices at SRC, or your preparation for or 
application to a higher education course.

•  You will still need to achieve the same A-Level or 
BTEC grades (or grades in any other qualification 
you are taking) to meet the higher education  
course entry requirements.

•  All qualifications that are currently on the  
UCAS Tariff will continue to be allocated 
points under the new system.

•  The new tariff is based on a different approach, 
using a qualification’s level and grades to 
calculate total tariff points.

•  The numbers are much lower, for example an 
A-Level grade A* receives 56 points under the new 
tariff,  in comparison to 140 under the current tariff.

•  An AS-Level is now worth 40% of an A-Level
– this is more accurate according to 
qualification regulators.

•  Courses for entry in 2017 advertised in the 
UCAS search tool will refer to the new UCAS Tariff
points only. Approximately one third of courses 
on UCAS search currently refer to tariff points.
